Many search engines will allow you to select multiple categories 

by depressing the “Ctrl” key.  Remember, the position you’re looking for may 

cross over into several categories so don’t limit yourself.   

- Locations.  Be realistic.  If you’re not willing to commute to the North Valley, set 

your search engine to receive job postings from only those locations you’re 

actually willing to travel.     

- Salary ranges.  Some employers don’t list salary ranges.  If available, select the 

“negotiable/unspecified rates” to maximize your resources.  

- Frequency.  If you’re actively conducting a job search, set up your search engine 

to receive new postings on a daily basis.  Creating multiple alerts will also help to 

ensure that you’re catching information as quickly as it becomes available. 

 Once the job alert is activated, job postings that meet your criteria will be 

forwarded directly to your account as they become available.  
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
